Leith Hall (near Kennethmont in Aberdeenshire) is at the centre of a 286-acre estate
which was the home of the head of the Leith family from 1650.  The house contains
personal possessions of successive lairds most of whom followed a tradition of military
service. There is an exhibition For Crown and Country: The Military Lairds of Leith Hall.

The six-acre garden features extensive herbaceous borders and a fine collection of
alpines and primulas in the rock garden.  The estate includes two ponds, a bird
observation hide and three waymarked trails.  Unique 18th-century stables and icehouse.
